2019 is a significant year for the Japanese. The new emperor will accede to the throne, and
the era name will be changed. The list of Japanese era names is the result of a periodization
system which was established in 645. The new era name will be the 248" one. In old days, era
names were also changed not only when the new emperor's accession but events or natural
disasters happened. In1868, the era name was changed to "Meiji" (B8;&), and a " one era name
per Emperor " (—t#—3JtT issei-ichigen) system was adopted, wherein era names would change
only upon immediate imperial succession. Afterwards, the system was formalized by the Era
Name Law, which was enacted in1979. | wonder what the new era name will be like.
