Takikawa Nanohana Festival

Takikawa is one of the largest planted nanohana (=canola) areas in Japan and its beautiful
sight attracts a number of tourists from in and out of Japan.

Lands of Takikawa turn brilliant yellow from the middle of May to the end of the month every
year. Temporary tourist information center will be open for about a week during
“Nanohana-week”. You can ride on “Nanohana-taxi” and travel from one end of Nanohana fields
to the other during the week. Canola fields need crop rotation; therefore, you can survey a
different and great view of the flowers every year. Temporary tourist information center will offer
foreign language assistance. You can get city information as well.

Canola blooms for 7 to 10 days and only once per year. Please visit to see the beautiful

“Nanohana-fields” which Takikawa city boasts to the world.

(move)”, since a lot of people will face some changes in living environment, due to get a job,
go to a new school, to be relocated, and so on.

Here is a trivia about “Hikkoshi.” In Japan, we have a custom to eat Hikkoshi Soba
