@ Ice-Water Observation Tower “Okhotsk Tower”

Okhotsk Tower is the world’s first underwater observation tower, which has you looking up
at the drift ice from below, rather than above! The underwater floor also has an aquarium
where you can catch a glimpse of rare sea creatures, such as clione and wolffish. On the 2nd
floor you will find a 4D theater, and on the 3" floor you can enjoy the stunning 360° panorama
views of the sea of Okhotsk.

@ Ice Breaker Ship “Garinko Go II”

The Sea of Okhotsk is the only place in Japan where drift ice comes all the way to the shore.
The Garinko-go Il ice breaker smashes through the drift ice using its large drills. The white
drift ice and blue waters of the ocean make a striking contrast, made all the more impressive
by the tumbling blocks of ice that surface alongside the boat as it breaks its way through.

Visitors to the center can interact with the seals and enjoy their playful antics during the 5

daily feeding times. Feeding time comes 5 times a day, and visitors can enjoy the playful
antics of the seals.

@ Okhotsk Sea Ice Museum of Hokkaido GIZA

[Direct Flights from Dec. 2019!! New Chitose ¢ Helsinki & New Chitose < Sydney]

New Chitose Airport has two new flight services as of December 2019: Finnair launched
direct flights between New Chitose and Helsinki, Finland, and Qantas launched direct flights

between New Chitose and Sydney, Australia.
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It has been 17 years since direct flights from New Chitose to Europe were available, after
the KLM Royal Dutch Airlines suspended the route to Amsterdam in 2002. The Qantas flight is
also making a splash, after a 12-year gap with no direct routes between Australia and
Hokkaido. Services will run for a 4-month period, until March 2020.

As of now, New Chitose Airport services international flights to 23 cities around the world,

concentrated mostly in Asia.

The Marathon course will start and finish in Odori Park, looping through the city 3 times while
passing by some of Sapporo’s must-see sights, such as Hokkaido University, and the Former
Hokkaido Government Office Building (Red Brick Office.)
The Race Walk event will also follow a similar course, starting in Odori Park and looping
through downtown Sapporo.
